We, the undersigned natural persons of the age of eighteen (18) years or
more, at least two (2) of whom are citizens of the State of Texas, actlng as
incorporators of a corporation (hereinafter called the “Corporation") under
the Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act (hereinafter called the "Act") do hereby

adopt the following Articles of Incorporation for such Corporation.

ARTICLE I
NAME

ARTICLE II
NON-PROFIT CORPORATION

The Corporation is a mon-profit corporation.

ARTICLE TII
DURAT ION

The period of the duration of the Corporation is perpetual.

ARTICLE IV
PURPOSES AND POWERS
1. The Corporation does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit to the
Members thereof, and its specific and primary purpose is to provide for the
preservation and maintenance of a Condominium Project, as provided in the
Condominfum Declaration of THE VICTORIAN (hereinafter feferred to as the
"Declaration™), located in Galveston County, Texas.
2. The general purposes and powers are:
a. To promote the common good, health, safety and general
weifare of the residenés within the Property;
b. To exercise all of the powers and privileges amnd to
perform all of the dutles and obligations of the Corporation arising

from the Declaration applicable to the Property, 28 amended from
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time to time, and recorded or to be recorded in the Office of Publie
Records of Real Property 1in the Office of the County Clerk of
Galveston County, Texas, the Declaration being incorporated herein
by reference for all purposes;

C. To enforce applicable provisions of the Declarationm,
By-Laws, any rules and regulations of the Corporation and any other
instrument for the management and control of the Property;

d. To fix, levy, c.olle.ct and enforce paymeat by any lawful
means, all charges or assessments pursuant to the terms of the
Declaration; to contract for and pay all expenses in connection with
the maintenance, gardeming, utilities, wmaterlals, sgupplies and
gservices relating to the Coumon FElements (as defined in the
Declaratlon) and facilities; to employ personnel reasonably
necessary for administration and control of the Common Elements,
including lawyers and accountants where appropriate; and to pay all
office and other expenses incident to the conduct of the business of
the Corporation, including all licemnses, taxes -and special
assessments which are or would become a lien on any portion of the
Property;

e. To have and to exercise any and all powers, rights and
privileges, including delegation of powers as permitted by law,
which the Corporation under the Act may now or hereafter have or
exercise;

£. To acquire (by purchase, grant or otherwise), annex and
merge, own, hold, improve, build upon, operate, maintain, convey,
sell, lease, transfer, dedicate for public use or otherwise dispoée
of real or persongl property in connection with the‘affairs of the
Corporation;

g To borrew money, mortgage, pledge or hypothecate any or
all of its real or personal property as security for money borrowed
or-debts incurred in aécordaﬁce with the Declaration limitations; and

h. To act 1in the capacity of principal, agent, joint
venturer,. partner or otherwise.

The foregeing statement of purposes shall be construed as a statement
both of purposes and of powera,‘ and the purposes and powera in each clausel

shall not be limited or restricted by reference to or interferemce from the



terms or provisions of any other clause,

the Corpors:lt:lou or any individual having a personal or private Interest in the
affairs of the Corperation or any organization which engages in any activity

in which the Corporatlon is precluded from engaging.
