Improvements:  

 

Over the last few years, several upgrades and changes have 
been made.  The shed was moved further back so that a 2-
car carport could be added.  The carport is intenƟonally wide 
enough to allow you to open your car door and stay dry if it 
is raining.  Also, a paved walkway was added from the front 
porch steps to the carport.  The side stairs to the uƟlity room 
have recently been rebuilt and a paved walkway was joined 
to the front walkway.  This makes geƫng to and from the car 
so easy.     

A large fire pit was added.  This is great for hanging out with 
friends and family on brisk winter nights  

The dining room had a large window that overlooked the 
back yard.  WanƟng a fuller view and access to the back 
yard, the window was removed and a sliding glass door, 
which has built in blinds, was added.  This has really opened 
up the room and made the back yard easily accessible.

Other recent improvements include, all new faux-wood 
white blinds in all rooms, double barn doors to the uƟlity 
room, LED light bulbs throughout the house, solar flood 
lights inside the carport and along the paved walkway, bam-
boo window coverings in the shed to keep the contents out 
of view, and privacy film at the front door, uƟlity room door 
and bathroom window that allows for light to come in but 
distorts the view from the outside.  

 

To add color and a bit of privacy from the immediate 
neighbors, 10 Oleanders were planted along the south 
property boarder.  To ensure that they had plenty of nutri-
ents and water, a new zone was added to the exisƟng au-
tomaƟc sprinkler system.  The sprinkler system is per-
miƩed with the Trinity River Authority annually and pulls 
water from the lake.  The motor was replaced in

Trinity PlantaƟon Golf Course, originally named Crow Hollow 
Golf Club and later named Lake Estates Golf Course, is a Semi-
Private, 9 hole golf course located in Trinity, Texas. 

Trinity PlantaƟon Golf Course first opened for play in 
1990. The course was designed by Jay Riviere. 

This nine-hole, parkland style track offers something for golf-
ers of all skill levels. Challenging but playable, it has a mix of 
tree-lined and open fairways that are generally flat. The medi-
um-sized greens average 3,700 square feet, are flat and mod-
erate in speed. Water comes into play on four or five holes, 
depending on which tee is being played. 

The course plays from 2,700 to 3,200-yards.

Hiking—The 128-mile Line Star Hiking Trail, winds through the 
Sam Houston NaƟonal Forest.  The Lone Star Hiking Trail con-
sists of three major secƟons.  The 40-mile Lake Conroe sec-
Ɵon, begins near the intersecƟon of FS219 and FM 149 and 
has four connecƟng loops.  

The Central area of the trail runs eastward from Stubblefield 
RecreaƟon Area and south down FM 945 to the trailhead 
parking lot.  The Four Notch loop, a 9.2 mile secƟon, is in the 
middle of the 60-mile are of trail.  The Winters Bayou/
Tarkington Creek Area of the trail runs from FM 945 east to 
Double Lake RecreaƟon Area, then south through Big Creek 
Scenic Area and then southwest through Winters Bayou.  This 
27-mile secƟon of the rail has NaƟonal RecreaƟon Status.
