The Houston Independent School District is the biggest school district in the state. Ashford is an
excellent elementary school, followed by West Briar Middle School. Westside High School
provides a very competitive environment for those who plan to attend college.

Ashford Elementary: Originally opened in 1971, Ashford serves over 600 students
kindergarten through 5th grade. They are committed to creating well rounded students who will
succeed in and out of school.

West Briar Middle School: Opened in 2002, West Briar Middle School is home to over 1,100
students.

Ashford Forest is known for their access to nature and their semi-separation from the constant
flow of city life. Ashford Forest has access to numerous parks including Terry Hershey Park.

Terry Hershey Park: Terry Hershey Park is 496 acres and runs parallel to the Buffalo Bayou in
West Houston.
