Pool/Spa: 
 →  New motor on waterfall 2022 

 → New multi valve port 2022 

 → New motor on pump 2020 
Landscaping: 
 → Landscaping completely redone in 2021 

Carpet/Flooring: 

 → All flooring throughout main rooms of house, kitchen, dining, entry, small living  area and laundry room  

Other: 

 → Large family room was repainted, all lighting and ceiling fans replaced. Built-in shelving installed 

 → Knocked out hallway door so things would open up to rest of the house 

 →  Second master suite was repainted 

 →  Office; repainted, cabinets & countertops installed, & Updated lighting 

 → Entrance (entry area) fresh paint, replaced lighting & flooring & replaced baseboards 

 →  Kitchen and dining area had flooring replaced and paint & replaced baseboards 

 →  An attached carport was added in 2020. French doors were installed along with outdoor light fixtures 

 →  The exterior was painted in 2020. 

 →  Gutters were installed 

 →  Shop had cabinets, counter tops, tool room & electricity added in 2020-2021 

 →  Area outside shop was cleared and base rock was brought in and a pad made for
