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AMENDMENT 

TO 

BY-LAWS 

OF THE

In accordance with ARTICLE IV, Section 5, and ARTICLE XIII 

of the By-Laws of the Hidden Oaks Homeowners Association, Inc., 

a Texas.non-profit corporation, the initial Board of Directors 

of said corporation do hereby declare that the aforementioned 

By-Laws are amended as follows, to wit: 

ARTICLE III, Section 1, is hereby replaced by the 

following: 

Members. Prior to March 15, 1978, there shall be 
no members in this Association and the affairs of 
the Association shall be managed and controlled 
by the members of the initial Board of Directors, 
or their successors. As of March 15, 1978, there 
shall be two classes of membership in this Associ­
ation as provided in the Declaration. 

ARTICLE III, Section 2. is hereby replaced by the 

following: 

Annual Meetings. The first annual meeting of the 
members shall be held on the 15th day of March in 
each year, beginning with the year 1978, the hour 
of 7:30 P. M., and each subsequent annual meeting 
of the members shall be held on the same day of 
the same month of each year thereafter, at the hour 
of 7:30 P.M. If the day of the annual meeting of 
the members is a legal holiday, the meeting will be 
held at the same hour on the first day following 
which is not a legal holiday. 



I ARTICLE IV, Section 1, is hereby replaced by the 
\ 

following: 

Number. The affairs of this Association shall 
be managed by a Board of three (3) Directors 
who need not be members of the Association. 
The number of Directors may be changed by amend­
ment of the By-Laws of the Association. The mem­
bers of the initial Board of Directors, or their 
successors, shall serve until March 15, 1978. 

The above amendments are hereby unanimously duly 

adopted by the initial Board of Directors this 14th day 

of March, 1978.
