AMENDMENT TO ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL GUIDELINES AND REGULATIONS

WHEREAS, the Royal Forest Colony Club, Inc., a Texas nonprofit corporation (the “Association™)
is the governing entity for the Royal Forest Subdivision pursuant to the Association’s Bylaws recorded in
the Montgomery County Real Property Records under Clerk’s File No. 2021139919, together with all

amendments and supplements thereto, if any (the “Bylaws™);
WHEREAS, pursuant to the Architectural Control Guidelines and Regulations, recorded in the

Montgomery County Real Property Records under Clerk’s File No. 2021135751, and the Texas Property

Code, the Association has the authority to promulgate and enforce architectural standards within the
Subdivision.

NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to the foregoing, the following Amendment to Architectural Control
Guidelines and Regulations is hereby adopted:

1. Paragraph H is hereby adopted as follows:

H. Lot Maintenance

1. Owners must always keep their Lot in a neat and attractive condition in order to prevent
it from becoming a public nuisance, or ctherwise detract from the aesthetic of each Lot.

2. Storage of all materials, equipment, trash, interior furniture, debris, appliances or other
items must be stored in a garage, or other Association approved enclosed area, shielded
from public view.

3. Trash and refuse containers cannot be stored more than five feet past the front of the
house. No more than two containers may be visible from the street at any time.

2. Paragraph I is hereby adopted as follows:

L Vehicles, Trailers, and Boats

1. Definitions

a. A recreational vehicle is a motorized vehicle, including a motor home or truck
camper, designed to provide temporary living quarters for recreational,
camping, travel or business use. This does not include pick-up trucks with a
licensed capacity of two ton or less with a camper cover that does not exceed
the height of the cab. Truck campers or motor homes less than 10 feet tall or
25 feet long are also not included in this definition if driven to and from work
on a regular basis (at least four days a week) or used for normal household
purposes (driven daily).

b. A trailer is any vehicle designed or intended to be coupled to or drawn by a
motor vehicle.



C.

A mobile home or trailer home is any type of trailer designed either for travel
over the highways or for housing accommodations or both.

2. Open Storage Prohibited

3. Parking

Trailers, trailer homes, recreational vehicles, mobile homes, lawn equipment,
farm-type tractors, boats over 25° including trailer, vehicles used for
commercial purposes or other similar vehicles, or equipment may not be parked
or stored on any street or on any Lot where visible at ground level from a street
unless it is parked in a manner where it does not protrude out past the front of
the house and it sits on a solid surface. Lawn equipment can be stored under
a carport IF done in a neat and orderly fashion.

Vehicles with a licensed capacity in excess of two ton may not be parked on
any Lot or street except during periods of pickup or delivery unless it is parked
in a manner where it does not protrude out past the front of the house and it
sits on a solid surface.

Motor vehicles which are disabled, not currently licensed or registered, or are
otherwise inoperable on a public street, may not be parked on any street or at
a location where visible at ground level from any street.

All vehicles must be parked on concrete, or other approved hard surface
material such as crushed concrete, gravel, or asphalt. Parking on lawns,
bottom of ditches, open space areas, dirt or grassy areas is prohibited.

Exterior paint colors cannot be identical color as your surrounding
neighbors and must be pre-approved by the ACC.

Out buildings and sheds must have a county permit, be in the backyard
and approved by the ACC (including paint colors). If there is no space
available in backyard, then shed can be placed on the side of the house
but may not protrude past the front of the house and it must be approved
by the ACC.

Mobile homes and pier and beam homes must have skirting with color
approval by ACC.

No trampolines, swimming pools or kids” playground equipment in the
front lawn unless exception is given by the ACC due to lack of back
yard.
